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*NOTE: There’s no magic formula that works for every child, every year.  Don’t be afraid to keep trying new things until one works! Even then, be willing to modify as students change.  

· Establish Norms: Have class come up with group norms  (daily expectations from themselves, for their classmates, and for the teacher) 

· Cheer Box: (Whole group)  When whole class does something exceptional (i.e. living above the line) the teacher can allow a student to pull a brief but rewarding cheer from the Cheer Box [give an air high five, pat yourself on the back, do the twist, jazz hands, golf clap, super snaps, etc. 

· Vanna White Party: Hang up a themed party spelled out by letter, flipped over so students cannot see letters.  As class performs far above the line, letters will be revealed (one at a time) Vanna White style until all letters are revealed.  Students can then have that themed class party. (Popcorn Party, Goldfish Party, Punch Party, Balloon Party, Picnic Party , Sticker Party, Kite Party, Plush toy Party…)

· Choice & Consequence (Cause/Effect): Let students generate a choice and consequence or a cause/effect T chart to display in the classroom

· Choice Log: Student must sign the Choice Log Journal, note the number of the rule broken and date it. 

· Reflection Worksheet: Student fills out a reflection worksheet on misbehavior. Copy kept on file, copy sent home with student. 

· Color Change/ Behavior Folders: Students begin day on Green, 1 warning before yellow, red for unacceptable behavior.  Use short list of rules, numbered on behavior folder calendars so only the number needs to be written next to color so parent knows what happened & can work with teacher to improve behavior. 
· Conference with the student.  

· Explain the behaviors the student needs to be successful in school as well as their personal lives; Discuss behavior areas that need improvement.

· What does the student think is the reason for the behavior? 

· What does the student suggest to reduce undesirable behavior and increase desired behavior?

· Have the student come up with a choice/consequence T-chart, with the emphasis being on the student coming up with their own consequences to undesirable behaviors AS WELL AS students coming up with their own reasonable rewards for repeated occurrence of desired behavior.  

· (students know their own motivations)
